ENDURANCE EVENT OFFICIALS GRADING SYSTEM – INITIAL APPOINTMENTS


For the purpose of this scheme, Endurance Events are deemed to cover all disciplines outside of the stadium plus track events in excess of 10 miles. The respective grades of Endurance Event Officials are:


Level 2: The basic level with the aim being to recruit, encourage and recognise as many people as possible.  At this level, officials are expected to have knowledge and practical experience of the duties involved for at least one year. 


Level 3: Officials at this level must have at least 1 year’s service at Level 2 involving a number of races.  They should have knowledge and practical experience of more than one area of race organisation (start, course, finish, timekeeping and rules & administration). 


Level 5: At this level an official must have at least 3 year’s active service at Level 3.  During that time they must have satisfied their peers of their competence.  They should have knowledge and practical experience of all areas of race organisation and have acted as a “key official” in a number of races.


Sub-Disciplines


Starters:  Must have knowledge and practical experience of starting at off-track events. 


Timekeepers: Must have knowledge and practical experience of Timekeeping at off-track events


Fell & Hill Running: As for grading Levels above, but also experience of officiating at fell & Hill events within the UK


Race Walking: As for grading levels above with additional requirement to have passed the UK Race Walking Examination


IMPLEMENTATION – Until 31 December 2006:


Clubs, Leagues, Schools or other associate organisations may recommend to County Associations suitably qualified persons for appointment to Level 2 status.


County Associations may recommend to Area or National Associations suitably qualified persons for immediate appointment to Level 3 status.


National Associations (within England this is taken to be ECCA, ERRA, RWA and FRA) may recommend to the Endurance Officials Peer Group suitably qualified persons for immediate appointment to Level 5 status


The UK Athletics Endurance Event Officials peer group may recommend suitable qualified persons for immediate appointment to any Grade.  They will also be responsible for reviewing existing lists 


Those appointed Level 3 or 5 must attend a Health & Safety course before 31 December 2006 (unless an extension is granted)
